GCSE

A LEVEL
Post 16 starts in Year 12, where most students will opt for three A Levels over two years
as well as the chance to study for the Extended Project Qualification (EPQ). A Levels
ensure that students develop a mastery of several complementary or contrasting
subject areas, whilst allowing them also to pursue options in areas of strong personal
interest.
